5. Principal’s report:  Mr. Dayne Parker, Ms. Dafna Jalon and Ms. Erin Quinn
Thanked the students for a great job of presenting on the Student Representatives Report. 
· Grade 8 Transition
· Updated timeline was sent on Friday
· Tomorrow and Thursday, Lawrence Park guidance is coming to talk, and all students will be there.
· Talk with mostly focus on myBlueprint 
· Next week on Tuesday at 6:30 – There will be the parents’ orientation to myBlueprint
· It will be virtual and a reminder and zoom link will be sent out
· myBlueprint goes life February 6th – That is when you can go submit course selection due on Feb 16th 
· Information gets exported to high school on Feb 27th 
· Optional attendance deadline is end of January (Jan 27, 2023)
· North Toronto will not be coming to Glenview to present. If you want to know more about North Toronto, you will need to enquire on your own.   
· Ski Trip
· 280 students have signed up
· They were hoping for more 
· Some parents who asked to volunteer are on a waitlist
· If the electronic form isn’t working, students can come to the office and get a paper form to fill out
· Another form for everyone who has registered has been sent home to be signed. This form is asked for by Mount St Louis, it needs to be returned by Friday the 27th. 
· There will be an activity day for kids not going
· Ideas for activity day includes – baking, outdoor fun (Olympics) and other activities 
· Can you open the pool? Not sure they have enough swim instructors but will look into it. 
· Mount St Louis is cashless – if students bring cash, they will have to transfer it to a card 
· Asking students to bring a litterless lunch 
· Teachers are meeting tomorrow to discuss trip, parents’ volunteers will be contacted after meeting tomorrow to provide more information
· Students can only rent ski equipment not snowboarding equipment
· Grad Trip
· Students got information about trips
· Montreal, Quebec, and New Brunswick
· Montreal – 4 days trip, $825, sightseeing trip
· Quebec – 5 days, $1170, sightseeing trip
· New Brunswick – 5 days, $1100 – marine biology school trip
· On the 27th of Jan registration will open, deposit is needed when registering
· In terms in rooming there are 4 per room and it will be determined much later
· Goal is to try to accommodate everybody. 
· NB can only have 40 people
· Other trips don’t really have caps
· No rules for rooming this year, but teachers will take some responsibility for making the rooms
· Hotel rooms – 4 to a room, usually girls’ floor and boys’ floor and security that patrols each floor 
· New Brunswick is specific housing in the school
· Quebec hotel is a Delta Hotel
· Montreal no name but it will be hotel, Montreal could potentially be more than one hotel 
· Last year they went to Ottawa, and they were in multiple hotels all over, it was a last-minute trip. This year much more time has been spent organizing so all students should be together
· They will make sure everyone has roommates and they will support students that might have difficulty finding kids to room with
· The way to pay will all be explained on the registration form 
· Itineraries are usually available when you go to register
·  Parent Equality Committee
· School has been dealing with bullying this year – anti-Black racism, misogyny, anti-Asian racism, etc. 
· The admin has been talking about this and would like the discussions to involve the larger community so everyone can learn (see something say something, don’t just be a bystander). 
· Investigating how to build capacity in parent community
· How do we work with adults to breakdown the barriers?
· Admin is considering organizing an equity workshop in February for admin and community to get together and discuss their own identities and learn from others experiences
· How to improve wellbeing, sense of belonging especially students that are racialized 
· Don’t want to leave parents, caregivers, etc. out
· First meeting might be virtual and then see if they want to do something live 
· A few people suggested working with Voices for Change, Dwayne Morgan 
· Mr. Parker knows Dwayne so would reach out to him 
· Majority of people felt it would be better to have an outside organization facilitate so that both community and admin can fully participate
· Council can also work with the school to fund the speaker and put together a committee to help support planning and further work in this area. 
· - LPCI Music
· There was Survey of the grade 8 students who were interested in instrumental music about 30-40 said yes
· These students went to Lawrence Park and over the 1-1/2hr they got to try different instruments
· Then they got to watch a concert 
· There was also a discussion on expectations if you want to be in band 
· 
6. Teacher Representative’s Report
· Red Maple 2023 – reading awards, celebrates fiction and non-fiction
· For kids to participate in voting for a winner they must read a min of 5 Red Maple books. 
· Glenview has 150 Red Maple books -15 copies for each nominated title 
· If you want to vote English teachers will track how many you have read
· Students can borrow books for up to 2 weeks
· On Jan 31 and Feb 1- Some students are going to Meridian Arts Centre to see a concert pianist, Mona Golabek who is the author of The Children of Willesden Lane.

· Students are happy

· This week the school will send out information with what will be available
- Teacher Appreciation Lunch
· Big thank you to parent community
· Lunch was in December 
· Blown away by they amount of food and generosity from the parents 
· Never seen a spread like that before 
· Reason we do it is to say thanks to admin and teachers and staff 
· Next one will be in the spring 

9) Other Business
- Why are students not allowed to take things in their backpacks from class to class
· Hard to move around and have space with these backpacks
· What every student has/had in the school – They each got a Glenview drawstring backpack for them to take what they need during the day
· Gym Classes (Pool)
· There must be two lifeguards present, so if one is ill then they must for safety cancel pool
· They put the job into the system but there are no lifeguard supplies picking up the jobs 
· Pool period is connected with Phys Ed. teacher – so when weather is nice, they can do it outside, when it is not nice, they are doing Phys Ed. inside. 
· Parents say no Phys Ed. Is happening 
· Ms. Quinn will connect to find out more what is happening and report back at next meeting 
· As far as admin is concerned it is timetabled with Phys Ed. 
· Gym teacher do require gym uniform but if it is cold, they can wear sweatpants and a sweatshirt on top of the t-shirt 
· Some of the gym classes being run from homeroom teachers they aren’t doing great Phys Ed. more juvenile games 
· Ms. Quinn will look into this as well
· If there are more concerns, then you can reach out to admin to talk about specific classes
· Lunch
· If your kids go out for lunch - Maker pizza has launched a single slice student meal -$5 a slice, $6 a slice and drink, $7 a slice a drink and a dip
· If your student is going to leave for lunch, you need to give your kid a note. 
· If they are going more regularly (every Friday, every Tuesday, etc.) you can still pick up a form from the office so they school has a better idea for planning 
· Parent teacher interviews – trying to decide if it will be virtual or in person
· Thursday and Friday after report cards go out -Feb 16 and 17th 
· Admin is trying to figure out how parents can meet with teachers if they want to but nothing concrete right now
· For kids who are struggling 10 min is not enough time
· Parents are not happy with how it went in the fall, very difficult to get time slots and teachers did not want to talk to parents if student not struggling
· Simonton’s position is currently vacant, and they are looking to hire
· Ms. Popes has been filling that role and Ms. Quinn has been helping with paperwork 
· Traffic on Roswell
- Congestion on Roswell is horrific, especially after school
- A lot has to do with the security person at Havergal who is stopping traffic cold, and it is backing everything up 
- Can admin talk to Havergal? Ms. Jalon will take it back and talk to Havergal and report back to council
